The success of the parade depends on you.  As in years past, safety is our number one concern so we ask for your cooperation in following the official safety rules as distributed. The following guidelines assist you in your successful participation in our parade.

1. Parade starts at 6:00 pm, December 3rd,so please be in line by 5:00 pm at your designated area.

2. Eighteen wheel and lowboy floats will line up in the rear parking lot at Silsbee Doctors Hospital.

3. Decorated vehicles will line up in the Bus parking lot at Kirby Elementary.

4. Horses and wagons will line up on the west side of the YYAFA building in the grassy area.  Every horse entry must arrive early enough to shuttle trailers to empty lot by Morris Moore Used car lot before 5:00 pm

5. All others will line up in Kirby Elementary teacher parking lot.

6. All contest entries will be issued a number at the staging area.

7. The judges will be at New Chamber Office (across from Cravens Insurance)

8. The parade route will be from Kirby Elementary to Parkers Do-It Center.  All decorated vehicles will turn left on Knupple Road.  All lowboy floats will turn right on Durdin Drive and right again on Maxwell Street.  Please keep moving to your final destination.  All eighteen-wheelers will turn left on Knupple Road and left again on Watts Road.  All horses and wagons will continue on to the South side of Morris Moore’s used car lot.

9. We discourage float riders from being dropped at the staging area.  It adds to the traffic congestion. Load your float at another location (The old Silsbee Middle School or Pine Plaza) then proceed to your lineup location.

10. The parade will be postponed to December 11th, if weather is too bad.

11. Trophies will be awarded the following Monday by a prize patrol.
